8. Provide atime when you worked in arapidly evolving workplace. How did you deal with the change?
(Make sure the candidate is flexible.)

9. Name atime when your patience was tested. How did you keep your emotionsin check?

10. Provide an example of atime when you were able to demonstrate excellent listening skills. What was the
situation and outcome?
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
